Newhall, Newbury, and Morse Streets and Winchester Avenue,
just south of Rochford Field. Blocks L and M are located
between Marlboro, Butler, Shepard and Goodrich Streets and
Shelton Avenue.

The property inventory is the first step in the cleanup process.
The purpose of the property inventory is to document features
overlaying the waste fill (such as a fence, patio, driveway,
plantings, etc.) that will need to be removed in order to exca-
vate waste fill. The inventories need to be completed during
the growing season so that the specific kinds of plants, trees,
and shrubs on each property can be properly identified for
replacement.

Information gathered during the inventory is needed to develop
a property-specific remedial action plan and restoration details
for each property — the second step in the cleanup process.
These plans contain a proposed access agreement for each
property owner, which authorizes Olin to conduct the cleanup.
This same process will be repeated throughout the neighbor-
hood until all blocks have participated in the cleanup.
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As representatives for Olin continue to meet with property
owners, many questions about the cleanup process have
come up. DEP has responded to some of these “frequently
asked questions” below.

Q - Will DEP change the cleanup plan to re-
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enough people don’t grant Olin access to
their properties?

A- No. The DEP’s Remedy Selection Plan issued in 2007
calls for the removal of up to four feet of waste fill. This is
the only plan that will be implemented.

Q - | signed a different access agreement. Will
it be honored?

A - No. The only access agreement for the cleanup is one
that is signed by both Olin and the property owner. Olin
and property owners have been signing the proposed
agreement included in the property-specific remedial
action plan for each property. A few property owners
have submitted alternative access agreements. DEP
has forwarded these alternative agreements to Olin for
its consideration. Olin has decided it will not sign the
alternative agreements because many of the terms for
access are not clear and go beyond what the DEP can
require Olin to do (for example, purchasing homes,

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The Hamden Economic Development Corporation (HEDC)
has retained a structural engineer and an appraiser to assess
the condition of structurally damaged homes in the Newhall
Street Neighborhood area. To date, approximately 27 homes
have been inspected and 16 appraisals have been completed.
The structural engineer has noted problems in some homes
that are likely caused by the unsuitable fill material underlying
the foundation. The engineer will be estimating costs to repair
structurally damaged homes, and HEDC will develop a cost
benefit analysis and protocol for determining if a home should
be demolished because damage is too extensive or repairs so
costly that they exceed the cost of the building. If you would
like to have your home assessed for structural damage, please
contact Dale Kroop of the HEDC at (203) 287-7033.

providing guaranteed mortgages and
health insurance, etc.)

I don’t want the cleanup on
my property. What happens if
I refuse to participate in the
cleanup?

Taking advantage of the offer of free
cleanup followed by restoring or replac-
ing shrubs, driveways, sidewalks etc.
is voluntary. If, however, a property
owner declines the free cleanup and
chooses to keep waste fill on the prop-
erty, the owner will be responsible for,
or “own,” the waste fill on their property.
The cleanup to be performed by Olin
and approved by DEP is a one-time of-
fer. As a result, property owners not al-
lowing Olin access to their property for
free cleanup accept sole responsibility
to pay for future cleanup of waste fill
on the property if they want to dig into
any of the waste fill. To protect against
exposure to waste fill in the top 4 feet,
DEP will issue an order to the property
owner to prohibit digging in the area of
waste fill unless the waste is managed
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in a way approved by DEP. The order
will also be filed on the Hamden land
records for the property, in accordance
with state law.

1 have not been contacted
yet about the cleanup. Have |
missed the deadline?

Property owners will receive ample
notice before it is their turn to have
cleanup done on their block. Cleanup
throughout the entire neighborhood will
take 3-5 years to complete. If you have
not yet been contacted, it is because
your property will be cleaned in a later
phase, after 2010. You may, however,
contact any of the project representa-
tives at DEP if you have any concerns
about the cleanup on your property.

Is there a deadline for accept-
ing the free cleanup?

Yes. Cleanup will be conducted on a
block-by-block basis. Once cleanup
is completed on a block, construction
crews will move on to the next block.
Cleanup is a very complex and costly
process, so “going back” to a property
after cleanup is done on the block is
not feasible.
